CONTRACT: The contract will contain all provisions that will be required of the successful
bidder. A sample contract will be available for inspection at the Forestry and Parks Office. The
contract will be issued for a period of one (1) year from the date of awarding. Normal operating
season is July 1 — March 31. The sale provides excellent summer/fall logging opportunities.

LOGGING AND EQUIPMENT RESTRICTIONS: Equipment and/or logging practices,
which in the opinion of staff will cause excessive damage, will be prohibited from use on this
sale.
